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RICE EXPORTS UP 22% TO OVER $10 BILLION

Agri, processed food exports
Increase to $20.3 bn in Apr-Jan

New Delhi, February 21

INDIA'S EXPORTS OF agricul-
tural and processed food prod-
ucts grew by over 13% year-on-
year, reaching $20.3 billion in
the first ten months (April-Jan-
uary) of FY25, driven primarily
byasharpriseinriceshipments.

According to data from the
directorate general of commer-
cial intelligence and statistics
(DGCIS), rice exports surged
over 229%, climbing to around
$10 billion, compared to $8.26
billion in the same period last
year. By September 2024, the
government removed nearlyall
restrictions on basmati and
non-basmati rice exports,
including minimum export
price (MEP) limits and export
duties. However, the ban
on broken rice exports remains
in place. Exporters anticipate a
15%riseintotalrice exports for
FY25, potentially reaching a
record $12 billion, fueled by
strong global demand.In FY24,
India’s rice exports were valued
at $10.41 billion,a 6.5%decline

from the previous year due to
earlierexportrestrictionsaimed
at stabilising domestic supply.

“We expect the value of bas-
mati rice exports in the current
fiscal at around S5 billion
because of robust global
demand,”Vijay Setia, managing
director, Chaman Lal Setia
Exports, a leading exporter of
aromatic rice, based in Karnal,
Haryana, told FE.India’s domi-
nance in the global rice trade is
expected to strengthen further,
with increased shipments to
Africaand Southeast Asia.India
hasremained theworld’slargest
rice exporter for overa decade.

Exports of buffalo meat,
dairyand poultry products rose
bycloseto13%onyearto $4.16
billion during April-January
compared to $3.68billioninthe
same period of FY24.

Officials said that in the past

decade, there has been arise in
demand for Indian bovine meat
across the globe due to its qual-
ityand nutrient value as buffalo
meat is processed and exported
as per the World Organization
for Animal Health guidelines.

Refrain from strikes:
Bar Council to lawyers

THE BAR COUNCIL of India
(BCI) has issued an urgent
appeal to agitating lawyerswho
are irked by the proposed Draft
Advocates (Amendment) Bill to
refrain from strikes orany form
of protest that could disruptthe
administration of justice.

This follows a meeting
between BCI and Union Law
Minister Arjun Ram Meghawal
and senior ministry officials.

In an urgent communica-
tion addressed to office bearers
of the Coordination Committee
of all district court bar associa-
tions of Delhi, and presidents
and secretaries of the Delhi High
Court Bar Association and all
districtbarassociations,the BCI
said the law minister appeared
to be “very positive and pro-
lawyerin hisapproach.”

The discussions, the letter

said, “have yielded substantial
clarity and positive assurances
regarding the genuine concerns
ofthelegalfraternity”on theBill.

As the government has
“demonstrated a constructive
approachandisreceptivetoour
suggestions,” the need of the
hour is to engage through dia-
logue rather than resorting to
strike/boycott, BCI said.

The ministry has also given
an assurance that “no provision
shallbe passed intolaw whichis
against the interest of the legal
profession or its regulatory
autonomy,” the communica-
tion from BCI Chairman Manan
Kumar Mishra said.

The BCTI has also cautioned
that post themeeting of all state
bar councils on February 23, if
is felt that there is necessity of
any protest or agitation on any
issue, the BCI will give such call
at an appropriate time for a
nationwide protest.
